2. NEVER USE THE GAME IN STRONG WINDS OR

2. Biwik Ul and 4 corner fittings for each.
3. Use caution when setting up or taking down the game. Once the
bolts are loosened the sections of tubing can come apart and fall down
causing injury.

4. Be sure players wear the safety goggles inside the booth.

Keep spectators away from the blower.

5. Secure power cord to avoid a trip-hazard.
